Somalia, November 2011

Report from Somalia in November 2011.

Africa is a hot region, and has recently suffered from
prolonged drought. The fields are dry and cannot
grow crops. Cattle and buffaloes have no grass to eat
and died. According to statistics from the United
Nations and the Red Cross, there are currently more
than 13 million people in Somalia, Kenya, Ethiopia,
and Uganda who are suffering from famine. Everyday
thousands of elderly people, women, and children
died of hunger and thirst. The alert level has
exceeded the UN's EXTREME DANGER level.

In addition, there are constant wars between tribes
and groups of robbers who do not hesitate to kill
people to steal food and water. People have no
choice but to trudge along and lead each other to
places where there is still a chance to receive relief
supplies like in UGANDA. Currently, there are nearly a
million people seeking refuge in UGANDA.



In that tragic situation, the Compassion Service
Association, CSS, joined forces with
GLOBALMEDIC and especially the United Nations'
international relief agency UNICEF, to initially
provide much-needed clean water for the refugees.
CSS and GLOBALMEDIC sent 2.8 million
AQUATAB water purification pills to UNICEF for
distribution to refugee camps and other areas in
UGANDA and SOMALIA.

This amount of medicine will purify nearly 28 million
liters of water, enough for nearly half a million
people to use in a month. We are currently trying to
increase these numbers to 12 million pills so that
we can provide them to 1 million people within 60
days.
